PLEASE NOTE: If you intend to rent-to-own or purchase an instrument, please talk to your
son/daughters prospective music teacher prior to making a purchase or signing a
contract. There are many deceiving products on the market; many that will not work for your
son/daughter, will cost you too much money, or will not last. Please also consult a teacher
before purchasing anything online or engaging in an online auction.

If your son/daughter plans to play percussion: All percussion students will be required to rent
or purchase a percussion combo Kkit. The district does not offer these to rent so all rentals and
purchases must be done through an area music store. Teachers will be happy to provide you
with a suggested store to visit if needed.

An instrument and a method book are the two requirements students need in order to
participate in instrumental music in the Meriden Public Schools. Both can be obtained through
the school by filling out the sign-up form on the reverse side of this letter. Please be sure to
check off what you need and return the completed form along with payment.

The music department within the Meriden Public Schools is a great place for your son/daughter
to learn and grow and we are excited to have you and your family join us. If you have any
questions about any aspect of this letter, this form, or music in general, please do not hesitate to
call or email any member of the music staff.
